Performance and Achievements

During the financial year 2022-23, with the collective efforts made by the employees of the Corporation
and with the support and guidance of Ministry of Social Justice & Empowerment, Government of
India, your Corporation has disbursed Rs.511.85 crores new loans, bringing around one lakh new
beneficiaries under its ambit.

The Corporation registered a total income of Rs.55.52 Crores as against Rs.55.18 Crores during
previous year. The surplus funds generated will be used to enhance the level of disbursement to
the target group. The net worth of your corporation stood at Rs. 2099.28 crores as compared Rs.
2068.65 crores as on 31.03.2022.

CORPORATE PROFILE

National Backward Classes Finance and
Development  Corporation (NBCFDC) was
incorporated on 13 January, 1992 under Section
25 of the Companies Act, 1956 (now Section 8 of
Companies Act 2013) as a Company not for profit.

The Corporation promotes economic and
developmental activities for the target population
through concessional loans and skilling activities.

The concessional lending is the major activity of
the Corporation, which is undertaken through
State Channelizing Agencies (SCAs) and Banks
(Channel Partners).

At present, 45 State Channelizing Agencies (SCAs)
nominated by States/UTs and 33 Banks including
05 Public Sector Banks(PSBs) and 28 Regional

To promote economic and developmental activities
for the benefit of Backward Classes and other such
categories as may be defined from time to time.

To assist in the up-gradation of technical and
entrepreneurial skills of backward classes for
proper and efficient management of production
units.

To assist in the up-gradation of technical, artisanal,
entrepreneurial and managerial skills for products/
services of socially & educationally Backward
Classes including all forms of skill development
& up-gradation and other categories as may be
defined from time to time.

To assist, subject to such income and /or economic
criteria as may be prescribed by the Government
from time to time, individuals or groups of
individuals belonging to Backward Classes by
way of loans and advances for economically and
financially viable schemes and projects.

To promote self-employment and other ventures
for the benefit of backward classes.

To grant concessional finance in selected cases
for persons belonging to backward classes as per
annual family income criteria defined from time to
time (presently it is upto Rs. 3.00 Lakh)

To extend loans to the backward classes for
pursuing general/professional/technical/ vocational
education or training at graduate and higher level.

In pursuance of above objects, your Corporation
is engaged in providing financial assistance at
concessional interest rates under various credit
schemes to beneficiaries belonging to target
group of Backward Classes through the State/

Your Corporation is operating from its Registered
Office at 5th Floor, NCUI Building, 3, Siri Institutional
Area, August Kranti Marg, New Delhi-110016.

The Authorized Share Capital of the Corporation
is Rs. 1500.00 Crore. The paid up Share Capital as on
31.03.2023 was Rs. 1499.40 Crore. The entire equity
of the Corporation is held by Government of India.
Proposal for augmentation of Share Capital has been
submitted to administrative Ministry.

The applicant should belong to a caste covering
under the Other Backward Classes list as notified by
State/Central Government from time to time. Relevant
Caste Certificate to be issued by relevant authority of
District Administration.

At present persons whose annual family income is
upto Rs.3,00,000/- irrespective of rural or urban sector
are eligible to avail loans under NBCFDC schemes.
SCAs have been advised to provide at least 50% of
total funding to persons with annual family income
upto Rs.1.50 Lakh. The annual family income ceiling
has been fixed in terms of Ministry of SJI&E's letter
No0.14015/01/2010-SCD-IV dated 8th March, 2018.

Following certifications to establish the income criteria
can be used by the applicant:-

i)  Certificate of income issued by Competent
Authority of State Government/Distt. Administration
or Antodaya Ann Yojana (AAY) Card or Below

Poverty Line (BPL) Card.

ii)  Annual family income certificate may be considered
by the SCAs/Banks/SSCs on self-certification of
the beneficiaries with endorsement of the same
by any Gazetted Officer notified by State/Central
Government.

iii) In case of loan being applied at Bank (Channel
Partner), Self-Certification assessed and endorsed
by Branch Manager can be used for providing the

loan.

iv)] For Landless agriculture labour, marginalized
farmers (those with land holding up to One-
hectare) and small farmers (those with land holding

During the year, the disbursement of loan of the
Corporation stood at Rs. 511.85 Crores as compared to
Rs.471.37 cores in the previous year. The Corporation
has not received any Amount towards equity support
since 2021-22. The Corporation has submitted the
proposal for augmentation of share capital to the Ministry
of Social Justice & Empowerment. Cumulatively, your
Corporation has disbursed loan amounting to Rs.
6621.69 Crores for 31,76,640 beneficiaries.

On Skill Development front, your Corporation
facilitated training of 13375 beneficiaries during
2022-23.

The Corporation’s operating income stood at of
Rs.52.13 Crore as compare to the Rs. 53.22 Crore
registered in 2021-22. The surplus of income over
expenditure before exceptional items and tax was
Rs. 29.93 crores in the current year in comparison to
Rs. 29.15 Crores during the previous year.

Your Company provides loans at concessional
rate of interest to the poorer section of Backward
Classes and assists them in skill development and self-
employment ventures. The Company operates within
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the economic and other criteria fixed by the Govt. of
India from time to time. The financial assistance is
provided to the members of Backward Classes, as
notified by the Central and State Governments living
below double the poverty line broadly in the following
Sectors:

(i) Agriculture & Allied Activities: Organic Farming,
Dairy Farming, Sericulture, Horticulture, Poultry/
Duck/Pig/Goat Rearing, Pisciculture, Tractor
Trolley, Food & Agro Processing Unit etc.

(i) SmallBusiness/Artisan & Traditional Occupation:
Ice cream parlor, Cold Storage, Kiryana Shop,
Packaging Unit, Flour Mill, Vegetable Vending,
Beauty Parlour, Blacksmithy, Carpentry, Hardware,
Tent house, Shuttering unit, Handicrafts & Artisan
Units, Pottery, Ready-made Garments Shops,
Tailoring & Weaving, Candles, Tapers, Wax products,
Stationary Shop, Fish & Marine Products etc.

(iii) Service/Transport Sector: Interior Decorator,
Auto Repair Shop, Consultancy Services, Cycle
Repair Shop, Computer Centre, Electrical &
Electronic Repair Shop, Home Appliances,
Mobile Repair Shop, Photo Copier, Photo Studio,
Plumber, Auto Rickshaw, E-rickshaw, Multi Utility
Vehicle, Pick-up Van, Taxi & Tempo, Audio & visual
equipment rental services etc.

(iv) Technical and Professional Trades/Courses:
Technical, vocational& Professional Courses at
Graduate & Higher Level such as Engineering,
Management, Medical, Nursing & Computers etc.

Beneficiaries can choose any of the viable
occupation of their choice. The above list of
projects is illustrative only.

The Channel Partners (SCAs/Banks) are required
to disburse loans for financially viable and
technically feasible projects as per needs and
choice of beneficiaries under above mentioned
broad sectors.

»  Method of Lending

Allocation

Each year the Corporation notionally allocates
funds to the nominated State Channelizing Agencies

(SCAs) and Banks, who have signed MOU with our
Corporation. The allocation is meant for all the CPs
who are expected to assess the realistic requirement
of funds within the allocation. The disbursement of
funds depends on availability of funds with NBCFDC,
availability of BGG and past performance of CPs.

As per policy of NBCFDC, the CPs are required to
submit an Annual Action Plan (AAP) at the beginning
of the year formulated in terms of providing financial
assistance under various schemes of NBCFDC viz.
Term Loan, New Swarnima, Education Loan Scheme
Under Micro Finance scheme, Mahila Samriddhi Yojana
and Small Loan Scheme.

The basis of notional allocation within available
funds is total population (in the absence of population
figures of BCs) and past performance of CPs, 10% of
the budget allocated to N-E States as per policy of the
Government. It is also ensured that the disbursements
to N.E. States are at least 10% of the equity received
from the Government.

Disbursement of 'advance funds' to CPs made as
per approved Annual Action Plan for the financial year
under Term Loan and Micro Finance Scheme. Term
Loan includes General Loan, New Swarnima Scheme
for women, Education Loan scheme. Micro Finance
includes Mahila Samriddhi Yojana,Micro Finance
Scheme and small loan schemes.

The 'advance funds' are converted to respective
Scheme’s loan accounts on receipt of utilization
certificates from CPs.

NBCFDC provides financial assistance at
concessional rate of interest for various income
generating schemes to the target group through CPs.
Beneficiaries can obtain loans for income generating
activities through respective CPs under the following
schemes:

(i) General Loan Scheme: Under this scheme,
loan assistance is available for various income
generating activities in various sectors such
as (a) Agriculture and Allied Sector, (b) Small
Business/Artisan &(c) Traditional Sector and
Transport & Service Sector. Loans are given
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(iii)
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upto 85% of the project cost subject to a
maximum of Rs.15.00 Lakh per beneficiary.
Loans upto Rs. 5.00 Lakh are provided at an
interest rate of 6% p.a. Loans above Rs. 5.00
Lakh and upto Rs. 10.00 Lakh are provided
at an interest rate of 7% p.a. Loans above
Rs.10.00 Lakh and upto Rs. 15.00 Lakh are
provided at an interest rate of 8% p.a. The
loan repayment period is 8 years.

New Swarnima Scheme: Under this scheme,
loan assistance is available for women of
Backward Classes to inculcate the spirit of
self-reliance among them. Loans are given
upto 95% of the project cost. The maximum
loan limit per beneficiary is Rs. 2.00 Lakh at
an interest rate of 5% p.a. The loan repayment
period is 8 years.

Under this
scheme, loan assistance is available to the

Education Loan Scheme:

students of Backward Classes. The applicant
should have obtained admission for any
professional/technical/vocational
approved by appropriate agency such as
AICTE, Medical Council of India, and UGC
etc. in a duly accredited/recognized institute

courses

and have minimum 50% marks in qualifying
exam. Loans are given upto 90% of the
course fees for studies in India and upto 85%
of the course fees for studies outside India.
Maximum loan limit per student is Rs.15.00
Lakh for studying in India at an interest rate of
4% p.a. (3.5% p.a. for girl student). Maximum
loan limit per student is Rs.20.00 Lakh for
studying abroad at an interest rate of 4%
p.a. (3.5% p.a. for girl student). Loan is to be
repaid in 15 years with moratorium period of
5 years.

Micro Finance Scheme : Under this scheme,
loan assistance is available to Self Help
Groups (SHGs) to provide credit facilities for
the target group especially for mixed group

Mahila Samriddhi Yojana Under this
scheme, loan assistance is available to Self
Help Groups (SHGs) to provide credit facilities
for the target group of women beneficiaries.

Lakh and loan per beneficiary in SHG is
Rs.1.25 Lakh at an interest rate of 4% p.a.
Under this scheme, repayment period is 4

years.
Small Loan Under this scheme, loan
assistance is available to individuals to

provide credit facilities for the target group.
Loans are given upto 85% of the project cost.
Maximum loan limit per beneficiary is Rs.1.25
Lakh at an interest rate of 6% p.a. Under this
scheme, repayment period is 4 years.

NBFC-MFI Loan : Under this scheme, loan
assistance can be channelized to SHGs
through Micro Finance Institutions (MFls)
providing Bank Guarantee or similar financial
instruments as security. Loans are given upto
90% of the project cost. Maximum loan limit
per Group is Rs.15.00 Lakh and loan per
beneficiary in SHG is Rs.1.25 Lakh at an
interest rate of 12% p.a. Under this scheme
repayment period is 4 Years.

In case of Banks especially with a view to
simplify the refinancing process, NBCFDC
loans will be available upto 100% of dues
not recovered; however, disbursement will be
made as per specific demand of Bank.

For Persons ofthe target group with Disabilities
(40% or more), a special concession of 0.25%

13.3 Sanction & Disbursement

At the beginning of the financial year, notional
allocation of funds for the current financial year is
conveyed to CPs for submission of Annual Action Plan
(AAP). AAPs received from CPs, were approved to the
tune of Rs. 931.31 Crore Crore during the year 2022-23.

Against this Notional Sanction, the Corporation
has disbursed Rs.511.85 Crore for assisting 1,40,343
beneficiaries and covered 32 States/ UTs out of 36
States/ UTs during the financial year 2022-23. State/UTs
wise detail is available at Annexure-3 (Page No. 29-31).

The disbursement so far made since inception
now stands at Rs.6621.69 Crore for assisting 3176640
beneficiaries as on 31.03.2023.

13.6 Utilization of Loan

The SCAs are required to utilize the funds drawn
from NBCFDC within 120 days of its release. Slab-wise
rate of interest is levied in order to encourage the SCAs
to utilize the released funds as early as possible within
the stipulated period.

The area of focus which the Corporation is
addressing the timely utilization of the loan.

These events not only give much needed marketing exposure to these artisans, but also provide an opportunity
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to market their products at good price and understand
the prevailing market conditions as regard to the Quality
& Finishing of goods & products produced, Packaging
etc. which usually they find difficult in their own places.

NBCFDC helps traditional BC Artisans by way of
providing them platform to exhibit their products in the
exhibitions to establish marketing linkages.

NBCFDC also motivates the SCAs to organize or
participate in exhibitions to showcase the schemes of
the Corporation and also to exhibit the diverse products
and services for which NBCFDC has provided financial
assistance to the members of Backward Classes in
different parts of the Country through SCAs. The
objective of such exhibitions is to generate awareness
about the NBCFDC schemes as well as to give exposure
to the artisans of the target group to a bigger market.

BRIEF OUTLINE OF THE CORPORATION'S CSR POLICY

The 'Corporate Social Responsibility Policy' (CSR Policy) of the Corporation was formulated in line with the
provisions of the Companies Act, 2013 read with the Companies (Corporate Social Responsibility) Rules, 2014
made thereunder and 'DPE Guidelines'. The CSR policy was approved by the Board of Directors.

The salient features of the 'CSR Policy' of the Corporation are as under:

Approach: NBCFDC shall endeavor to spend significant part of the budget in and around in notified backward
districts or where the OBC clusters are located. NBCFDC will implement CSR activities to empower weaker,
less-privileged and marginalized sections of the Society to create Social Capital.

Broad activities under Corporate Social Responsibility: The Corporation shall ensure to carry out CSR
projects/programmes in line with activities prescribed under Schedule VII of the Companies Act, 2013
Amendment Rules 2021 dated 22.01.2021.

Financial Component: In line with Section 135 of the Companies Act, 2013, at least 2% of the average
'Surplus of income over expenditure' of the Corporation during the three immediately preceding financial years
shall be spent on Corporate Social Responsibility. The unutilized budget will not lapse and get carried forward
to the next financial year.

Institutional set up under Corporate Social Responsibility: The institutional set up shall be as follows:

Replies of the Management

Loan disbursed to "Tripura OBC Co-operation
Development Corporation” having an outstanding
amount of Rs.1546.65 lacs has been sanctioned
in violation of the loan policy of the Corporation.
No General Loan agreement has been executed
on the said State Channelizing Agency (SCA).
The loan has been rescheduled in previous year
and amount should be considered Unsecured.
No applicable provision on overdue has been
made in the Books amounting to Rs.230.87 lacs.
This has overstated the Income and understated
the Current Liabilities by a similar amount.

Loan disbursed to Tripura OBC Co-operative Development Corporation
Ltd as per lending policy of the Corporation. The Corporation had executed
"General Loan Agreement" with erstwhile "Tripura Scheduled Castes
Cooperative Development Cooperation Ltd. dated 24th May, 1995.

Deed of Guarantee dated 23rd February, 1995 executed by State of
Tripura in favour of NBCFDC stating Tripura SC Cooperative Development
Cooperation Ltd. as Channelizing Agency for the guarantee of principal
plus interest, service charges/commitment charges etc. under the Loan
agreement until all the dues of NBCFDC under the said Loan agreement
paid fully.

In 1995 the State Government had given responsibility to the SC Welfare
Directorate for the all-round Development of the other Backward Classes
of the State and the Directorate for SC Welfare was renamed as the
Directorate for Welfare of SC & OBCs. Later on Directorate for Welfare
of Other Backward Classes has been created on October 9th 2013,
bifurcating the Directorate of Welfare for SC & OBCs and functioning under
the Department for Welfare of OBCs.

Thereafter Several guarantees were issued by State of Tripura, wherein the
loan agreement dated 24th May, 1995 referred being executed between
NBCFDC and "Tripura Other Backward Classes Cooperative Development
Cooperation Ltd." All the notifications and deed of guarantees issued by
the govt. of Tripura are binding upon the erstwhile SCA and as well as
the newly formed Tripura OBC Co-operative Development Corporation
Ltd. The guarantees given by State of Tripura referred the earlier general
loan agreement showing intention of covering the loans given to new SCA
i.e. Tripura OBC Co-operative Development Corporation Ltd. Therefore,
merely not having a separate loan agreement should not be considered,
as loans not given to the new SCA and loans were sanctioned in violation
of lending policy of the corporation.

As per the legal and professional opinion taken by the Corporation on the
subject matter clearly, indicate that NBCFDC has absolute right over pending
dues legally recoverable from Tripura. OBC Co-operative Development
Corporation Ltd. However, the corporation has initiated action & executed
a fresh affidavit /undertaking dated 10.08.2023 to overcome this ambiguity,
so that terms & conditions of the exiting GLA dated 24.05.1995 is binding
upon the Tripura OBC Co- operative Development Corporation Ltd in toto.

The management in view of above, loan are backed by the guarantees
issued by Government of Tripura in favour of NBCFDC. Therefore, loans
provided to Tripura OBC Co-operative Development Corporation Ltd are
secured in nature. Hence, there is no need to make provision on overdues
and the income is not overstated vis-a-vis understated of the Current
Liabilities in the books of account.

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3.3. Code of Conduct

NBCFDC follows a well-defined Code of Conduct,
which fairly addresses the issues of integrity, conflict of
interest and confidentiality and stresses the need of
ethical conduct, which is the basis of good governance.
Code of Conduct as applicable to Board level and
below Board level, i.e. one grade below Board level
up to General Manager Cadre is in existence. A copy
of the Code of Conduct is available on the website of
the Corporation i.e.www.nbcfdc.gov.in. All the Board
Members and Senior Managerial Personnel have
affirmed compliance to the Code of Conduct.

The Board of Directors of the Corporation has
constituted various sub-committees of Directors to look
into different areas of strategic impotence in terms of
Companies Act 2013 as well as Corporate Governance
guidelines for CPSEs issued by DPE.

4.1 Audit Committee

The Corporation is registered under Section 8
of the Companies Act 2013 (earlier section 25 of the
Companies Act, 1956) as a Company not for profit. It is
neither a Public Company nor a subsidiary of a Public
Company. It is a Private Govt. Company and not listed
with any Stock Exchanges. Since the Company does
not fall under the definition of listed Public Company, the
provision of the constitution of the Audit Committee was
not applicable to the Corporation. However, keeping
in view the Corporate Governance guidelines for
CPSEs issued by DPE, Audit Committee of the Board
was reconstituted on 27.12.2021. During the financial
year two meetings of the audit committee was held on
28.06.2022 & 14.11.2022.

The Committee acts as a link between the Management,
the Auditors and the Board of Directors to oversee
the financial reporting process. During the year under
review, the Audit Committee met with Auditor’s to get
their inputs on significant matters relating to their areas
of audit. The composition of Audit Committee as on
31.03.2023 is as under:

One-third
of the Board did not comprise of Independent Directors. Two-thirds of the members of Audit Committee
shall be Independent Directors and the Chairman of the Audit Committee shall be an Independent Director,
Remuneration Committee should be comprising of at least three Directors, all of whom should be part-time
Directors (i.e. Nominee Directors or Independent Directors) and the Remuneration Committee should be
headed by an Independent Director.

2. The Board shall meet at least once in every three months and the time gap between any two Board Meetings
should not be more than three months. However, on perusal of records of the Company, we observed that
only three meeting were held and the time gap between Board Meetings dated 24.03.2022, 28.06.2022 and
14.11.2022 was exceeding 3 (three) months.

3. The Audit Committee should meet at least four times in a year and not more than four months shall elapse
between two meetings. However, on perusal of records of the Company, we observed that the Audit Committee
has met only two times and the time gap between Meetings 28.06.2022 and 14.11.2022 was exceeding 4
(Four) months.

We further state that such compliance is neither an assurance as to the future viability of the Company nor
the efficiency of the effectiveness with which the management has conducted the affairs of the Company.

1. Loan disbursed to “Tripura OBC Co-operative Development Corporation having an outstating amount of Rs.
1546.65 Lacs has been sanctioned in violation of the loan policy of the corporation. No General Loan Agreement
has been executed with the said State Channelising Agency (SCA). The loan has been rescheduled in previous
year and amount shouted be considered unsecured. No applicable provision on overdues has been made in the
books amounting to Rs.230.87 lacs. This has overstated the income and understated the current liability by a
similar amount.

Key audit matter s are those matters that, in our professional judgment, were of most significance in our audit of
the financial statements of the current period. These matters were addressed in the context of our audit of the
financial statements as a whole, and in forming our opinion thereon, and we do not provide a separate opinion on
these matters.

Reporting of key audit matters as per SA 701, Key Audit Matters are not applicable to the Company as it is an
unlisted company.

The Company’s board of directors is responsible for the preparation of the other information. The other information
comprises the information included in the Board's Report including Annexures to Board’'s Report, Business
Responsibility Report but does not include the financial statements and our auditor’s report thereon.

Our opinion on the financial statements does not cover the other information and we do not express any form of
assurance conclusion thereon.

In connection with our audit of the financial statements, our responsibility is to read the other information and, in
doing so, consider whether the other information is materially inconsistent with the standalone financial statements
or our knowledge obtained during the course of our audit oi otherwise appears to be materially misstated.
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If, based on the work we have performed, we conclude that there is a material misstatement of this other information,
we are required to report that fact. We have nothing to report in this regard.

Statement of Compliance

The financial statements as at and for the year ended March 31, 2023 have been prepared in accordance with
Indian Accounting Standards (Ind-AS) notified under section 133 of the Companies Act 2013 as companies

For all Financial Assets other than contract assets/ Trade receivables, expected credit losses are to
be measured at an amount equal to 12 months expected credit losses or at an amount equal to the
life time ECLSs if credit risk on the financial asset has incurred significantly since its initial recognition.

The Company Recognizes a right-of- use asset and a lease liability at the lease commencement
date. The right of-use asset is initially measured at cost, which comprises the initial amount of lease
liability adjusted for any lease payments made at or before the commencement date, plus any initial
direct cost incurred and an estimate of costs to dismantle and remove the underlying asset or to
restore the underlying asset or the site on which it is located, less any lease incentives received.

The disbursement, accumulated over the years with channel Partners for which utilization certificates
of Rs.3,925.73 lakhs (Rs. 3,338.24 Lakhs as at 31.03.2022 ) are pending to be received from borrowing
institutions, out of which Rs. 1,958.09 Lakhs (Rs. 2,494.76 lakhs as at 31.03.2022 ) are more than six
months old as at year end.

In respect of Loans given, Corporation has obtained Government Assurance from channel partners
and signed MOU with RRBs/PSB'sand others amounting to Rs. 65,696.35 Lakh (Previous year Rs.

(iii) Financial risk management

The Company’s principal financial liabilities comprise Grant and other payables. The main purpose of these
financial liabilities is to finance the company’s operations and to provide guarantees to support its operation.

Market Risk
