Your Directors are pleased to present
the 21st Annual Report on the business and
operations of your Corporation together with
Audited Statement of Accounts and Auditors’
Report thereon for the financial year ended on
31.03.2013.

l. CORPORATE PROFILE

> NBCFDC is a Govt. of India Undertaking
under the aegis of Ministry of Social Justice
and Empowerment. The Corporation was
incorporated on 13th January, 1992 as a
Company not for profit under Section 25
of Companies Act, 1956, with an objective
to promote economic and developmental
activities for the benefit of members of
Backward Classes living below double the
poverty line through State Channelising
Agencies (SCAs) nominated by respective
State Governments/Union Territories.

> The Channenlising Agencies are required
to identify and formulate technically
feasible and financially viable projects
and submit Annual Action Plan to obtain
loan from NBCFDC. The Channelising
Agencies are also required to identify
potential beneficiaries, their vocational and
training requirements and viable projects
as per needs of the beneficiaries

> At present, 51 State Channelising
Agencies (SCAs) have been nominated by
States/UTs to obtain loan from NBCFDC.
List of State Channelising Agencies are
available at Annexure-1 (Page 18-19).

AV MAIN OBJECTIVES

NBCFDC's main objectives are:

> To promote economic and developmental
activities for the benefit of backward
classes.

> To assist, subject to such income and /or

economic criteria as may be prescribed
by the Government from time to time,
individuals or groups of individuals
belonging to Backward Classes by way of
loans and advances for economically and
financially viable schemes and projects.

> To promote self employment and other
ventures for the benefit of backward
classes

> To grant concessional finance in selected

cases for persons belonging to backward
classes living below double the poverty
line.

> To extend loans to the backward classes for
pursuing general/professional/technical
education or training at graduate and
higher level.

» To assist in the up-gradation of technical
and entrepreneurial skills of backward
classes for proper and efficient
management of production units.

V. ELIGIBILITY

Members of backward classes as notified
by Central/State Government from time to time
and are living below double the poverty line are
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eligible to obtain NBCFDC loan through their
State Channelising Agencies.

At present persons whose annual family
income is below Rs.40,500/- in rural areas and
Rs.51,500/- in urban areas are considered to
be below poverty line and those with annual
family income below Rs.81,000/- inrural areas
and Rs.1,03,000/- in urban areas are considered
to be below double the poverty line. The annual
family income ceiling fixed in terms of Ministry
of SJ&E's letter N0.14015/01/2010-SCD-1V
dated 6th November, 2012. Income & Caste
Certificates are issued by Competent Authorities
in the respective States.

Eligible persons desirous of obtaining
loan assistance under NBCFDC Schemes should
contact the Distt. Collector or District Manager/
Officer of SCAs in their respective States along
with required documents such as income & caste
certificates issued by the Competent Authority.

MANAGEMENT DISCUSSION ANALYSIS
REPORT

1. WORKING RESULTS

The year 2012-13 has been a year of
steady growth for your Corporation. During the
year, the disbursement of loan of the Corporation
recorded an increase of 4.43% at Rs.225.20
Crores as compared to Rs.215.65 cores in the
previous year. The Corporation earned surplus
of income over expenditure of Rs. 25.69 crores
in the current year in comparison to Rs. 24.11
Crores during the previous year thus, registering
a growth of 6.55%.

2. SECTORS OF FINANCING

Your Company provides loans at
concessional rate of interest to the poorer section
of Backward Classes and assists them in skill
development and self employment ventures.
The Company operates within the economic and
other criteria fixed by the Govt. of India from time
to time. The Financial assistance is provided to
the members of Backward Classes, as notified
by the Central and State Governments. Loans
are provided to the eligible members of backward

classes living below double the poverty line
broadly in the following Sectors:

(1) Agriculture & Allied Activities: Bee-
Keeping, Boat, Bore Well, Dairy, Fishing,
Lift Irrigation, Tractor Trolley etc.

(i) Small Business/Artisan & Traditional
Occupation: Bakery, Barber Shop,
Beauty Parlour, Blacksmithy, Carpentry,
Dry Cleaning, Grocery Shop, Handicrafts
& Artisan Units, Pottery, Readymade
Garments Shops, Tailoring & Weaving
etc.

(iii) Service/Transport Sector: Auto Repair
Shop, Consultancy Services, Cycle Repair
Shop, Computer Centre, Electrical &
Electronic Repair Shop, Home Appliances,
Mobile Repair Shop, Photo Copier, Photo
Studio, Plumber, Auto Rickshaw, Multi
Utility Vehicle, Pick-up Van, Taxi & Tempo
etc.

(iv)  Technical and Professional Trades/
Courses: Technical & Professional
Courses at Graduate & Higher Level such
as Engineering, Management, Medical,
Nursing & Computers etc.

Beneficiaries can choose any of the viable
occupation of their choice. The above list
of projects is illustrative only.

The SCAs are required to disburse loans
for financially viable and technically
feasible projects as per needs and choice
of beneficiaries under above mentioned
broad sectors.

3. LENDING POLICY
> Method of Lending
Allocation

Each year Corporation notionally allocates
funds to the States having nominated State
Channelising Agencies (SCAs). The allocation

is meant for all the SCAs in the State and they
are expected to assess the realistic requirement
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of funds within the allocation keeping in view
the availability of Block Govt. Guarantee, share
capital to be received from State Govt., repayment
of loan to NBCFDC, capacity and infrastructure
available to utilize the funds within stipulated
period and felt needs of the beneficiaries and
area of implementation.

As per policy of NBCFDC, the SCAs are
required to submit Annual Action Plan(AAP) at the
beginning of the year formulated in view of District
Credit Plan of various districts in their State in
terms of providing financial assistance under
various schemes of NBCFDC viz. Term Loan,
Margin Money Loan, New Swarnima, Saksham,
Shilp Sampada, Education Loan Scheme, Micro
Finance, Krishi Sampada and Mahila Samriddhi
Yojana.

The basis of notional allocation is total
population (in absence of population figures of
BCs) and 10% of the budget allocated to N-E
States as per direction of the Government.

Disbursement of ‘advance funds'to SCAs
is made as per approved Annual Action Plan for
the financial year under General Loan Scheme
and Micro Finance Scheme. General Loan
Scheme includes Term Loan/Margin Money Loan,
New Swarnima Scheme for women, Education
Loan scheme, Shilp Sampada, Saksham. Micro
Finance Scheme includes Mahila Samridhi
Yojana, Krishi Sampada and Micro Finance.
The 'advance funds' are converted to respective
Scheme’s loan accounts on receipt of utilization
certificates from SCAs.

NBCFDC provides financial assistance on
concessional rate of interest for various income
generating schemes to the target group through
State Channelising Agencies. Beneficiaries can
obtain loans for income generating activities
through respective SCAs under the following
schemes:

1) General Loan Schemes

a) Term Loan and Margin Money Loan :
Under Term Loan Scheme, loans are
given upto 85% of the project cost.
Balance 15% is contributed by SCAs and
beneficiaries. Under Margin Money Loan
Scheme, loans upto 40% of the total cost
is provided by the Corporation and the

balance 50% is contributed by Banks/
other Financial Institutions and 10% by
SCAs/beneficiaries. The loan upto Rs.5
Lakh bears interest @6% p.a. and loan
above Rs.5 Lakh up to Rs.10 Lakh bears
interest @ 8% p.a.

New Swarnima Scheme: The scheme
is implemented for inculcating the spirit
of self-reliance among the women of
Backward Classes living below the poverty
line. Financial assistance to the extent of
Rupees One Lakh per beneficiary @5%
per annum.

Saksham: The scheme under Term
Loan for young professional belonging
to Backward Classes of the target group.
Maximum loan limit is Rs.10 Lakh per
beneficiary. The loan upto Rs.5 Lakh
bears interest @6% p.a. and loan and
above Rs.5 Lakh up to Rs.10 Lakh bears
interest @ 8% p.a.

Shilp Sampada: The objective of this
scheme is to upgrade the technical
and entrepreneurial skill of Backward
Classes by way of providing training and
financial assistance under Term Loan for
self-employment in traditional craft etc.,
the artisans and handicraft persons of
Backward Classes living below double the
poverty line can obtain loan upto Rs.10

6.7 Utilization of Loan

funds drawn from NBCFDC within 90 days of
its release. Slab-wise rate of interest is levied
in order to encourage the SCAs to utilize the
released funds as early as possible within the
stipulated period.

6.9 Recovery of Loan

Recovery of Loan from SCAs is receiving
adequate attention of the Corporation. SCAs
have been asked to strengthen the recovery
mechanism, establish separate recovery cell at
their Headquarters as well as District level and
the responsibility be fixed at every level for timely
recovery from the beneficiaries.

As a result of continuous follow-up, the
Corporation was able to recover Rs. 1570.33 Cr.
as against cumulative dues of the Rs. 1754.89
Cr. as on 31.03.2013. The cumulative amount of
recoveries of Rs. 1570.33 Cr. comprises of Rs.
1320.03 Cr. as principal and Rs. 250.30 Cr as
interest/other charges. Cumulative recoveries
against cumulative demands on SCAs stand at
89.48% as on 31st March, 2013.

8. FINANCIAL HIGHLIGHTS

As mentioned earlier, the Corporation has
so far received Rs. 700.00 crore as budgetary
support from Govt. of India. During the year
2012-13, the Corporation received Rs. 27.65
crore as budgetary support from Govt. of
India. The Corporation was able to achieve
cumulative disbursement of Rs. 2290.96 crore
upto 31.03.2013. The balance resources of
Rs. 1590.96 crore have been met from recoveries
and efficient management of internal resources.
Inspite of the enlargement of its activities by way
of providing assistance for training, organizing/
participating in various fairs and exhibitions,
advertising & publicity and awareness camps, the
overall financial status of the Corporation is quite
satisfactory. The Corporation earned Surplus of
income over expenditure amounting to Rs. 25.69
crore during 2012-13 as compared to Rs. 24.11
crore in the previous year.

The surplus funds generated were used
to enhance the level of disbursement. The net
worth of the Corporation stood at Rs. 1023.13
crore as on 31st March, 2013 against Rs.969.79
crore during the year 2011-12.

As recommended by your Directors,
the entire amount of surplus of income over
expenditure of Rs. 25.69 crore has been
transferred to General Reserve. The Corporation
is registered U/S 25 of the Companies Act,
1956. Under the provisions of Sec. 25 (1)
(b) of the Companies Act, 1956 and also the
provisions of license issued to the Corporation
by Deptt. of Company Affairs, Ministry of Law
Justice & Company Affairs, Govt. of India, the
Corporation is not required to pay any dividend
and the Corporation can apply its surplus if any,
or other income in promoting its objects. The
administrative expenses of the Corporation are
met from its own resources viz. from interest on
capital employed.

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9. BUDGET ALLOCATION BY GOl

During the year 2012-13, Rs. 27.65 crore
has been received from Govt. of India as equity
share capital and against which your Corporation
has disbursed Rs. 225.20 crore, which means Rs.
197.55 crore over & above budgetary support has
been disbursed from recycling of funds or internal
resources of the Corporation. The achievement
has been possible with the active support of SCAs
and adequate repayments from them.

10. TRAINING AND SKILL UPGRADATION

The Corporation provides financial
assistance for project linked training for up-
gradation of technical and entrepreneurial skills
of eligible members of Backward Classes living
below double the poverty line. The objective of
this scheme is to provide training to the target
group to make them capable of self-dependent
through appropriate skill and technical training in
the field of traditional & technical occupations and
Entrepreneurship. The trainees are encouraged
to obtain loan under NBCFDC general loan
schemes to start their business/ self-employment
venture after the successful completion of the
training.

The NBCFDC implements Training
Scheme in collaboration with reputed training
institutes and also through State Channelising
Agencies (SCAs).

During 2012-13, the Ministry set a
target of 9000 trainees for NBCFDC under Skill
Development Training Programme. In order
to achieve the desired goal, partnership was
established by NBCFDC with following National
level institutes having training Institutes in major
cities of the country such as;

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12. MARKETING LINKAGES

Besides other developmental activities,
the Corporation is promoting marketing facilities
for the artisans of the target group by providing
opportunities to participate in the Country's
leading fairs like India International Trade Fair,
Dilli Haat and Suraj Kund Crafts Mela etc. as
well as in the exhibitions/fairs organized in their
respective States. The event not only give much
needed marketing exposure to these artisans
but also provide an opportunity to market their
products at good price which usually they find
difficult in their own places.

NBCFDC helps traditional BC Artisans
by way of providing them platform to exhibit their
products in the exhibitions to establish marketing
linkages.

NBCFDC also motivates the SCAs to
organize or participate in exhibitions to showcase
the schemes of the Corporation and also to exhibit
the diverse products and services for which
NBCFDC has provided financial assistance to the
members of Backward Classes in different parts of
the Country through SCAs. The objective of such
exhibitions is to generate awareness about the
NBCFDC schemes as well as to give exposure to
the artisans of the target group to a bigger market.
Beneficiaries are also being provided to and fro
expenses etc. Detail statement of the Fairs,
Exhibitions and Buyer Seller Meets organized/
sponsored by NBCFDC during the year 2012-13
is available at Annexure-5 (Page 37).

13. MONITORING & EVALUATION

The Corporation gives due emphasis
on monitoring the implementation of NBCFDC
schemes at the grass root level. The SCAs
have been advised to strengthen the monitoring
mechanism. On-going-schemes are also
evaluated from time to time to have an impact
assessment through independent agencies.
The findings of the recommendations are
regularly followed up with the SCAs for taking

remedial measures. During the year 2012-13,
the Corporation has got conducted Evaluation
Studies of on-going schemes in the States of
Assam, Gujarat, Himachal Pradesh, Karnataka,
Kerala, Maharashtra, Manipur, Puducherry,
Punjab, Rajasthan and Tamil Nadu.

All the
Apex Corporations (NBCFDC, NSKFDC,
NSFDC & NHFDC) and National Trust
under the Ministry of Social Justice
& Empowerment participated in the
Surajkund Craft Mela. A total 70 stalls
were booked for the Apex Corporations
under the Ministry to participate in the
Surajkund Craft Mela. The NBCFDC invited
beneficiaries from all State Channelising
Agencies (SCAs) and 37 beneficiaries
were given space free of cost to display
their products.

15. PUBLICITY & AWARENESS OF NBCFDC

Awareness Camps

The Corporation encourages SCAs to
hold Awareness Camps wherein activities such
as information spread of NBCFDC schemes
being implemented by your SCA in the State;
information on procedure for obtaining loan
and documentation required; loan application
form submission, collection and verification of
applications; compilation of loan documents;
recovery from beneficiaries etc. The expenses
on these camps are shared by NBCFDC. In
all, 36 Awareness Camps were organized by
the SCAs of Himachal Pradesh, Jammu &
Kashmir, Tripura and Uttar Pradesh during the
year.

All powers delegated to MOU signing PSEs vide DPE OM number BPE 1(18)/88-Fin. (PPU) dated
19.10.88 and subsequent amendments from time to time will be available to NBCFDC.

PART — IV
ASSISTANCE FROM THE GOVERNMENT

1. Government of India will assist the Corporation in realisation of outstanding dues from the defaulting
States.

2. Government of India will ensure the release of equity funds as per approved plan, well in time to
the Corporation.

3.  Government of India will assist the Corporation by requesting RBI/Banks/Other Financial Institutions
to help the Corporation to reach larger clientele through them.

4.  The Government of India will assist in securing State Government Guarantee against the financial
assistance provided to the State Channelising Agencies and persuade the State Governments,
UTs not to charge commission for such guarantees from State Channelising Agencies.

5. Gouvt. of India will also consider to reimburse the expenditure incurred by the corporation on training
and up-gradation of skills of target group, evaluation studies and inspection of beneficiaries to
check the status of possession of assets and impact on their income level.

6. Govt. of India will assist the Corporation in persuading the State Goverments to strengthen the
State Channelising Agencies with adequate resources and staff.

7. NBCFDC will also like to execute similar MOU with SCAs. The Govt. of India may request the
State Governments to this effect for signing tripartite MOU.

8.  Government of India may convene meetings at senior level with officials of State Governments/
UT's dealing with the backward classes (BCs), with a view to improve the performance particularly
of low performing State Channelling Agencies.

9.  The Ministry may explore the possibility of getting back money from the SCAs defaulting for more
than one year, from the planned fund allocation of the respective States in consultation with Finance
Ministry.

<> Beneficiaries who have crossed

poverty line

About 87% beneficiaries have crossed
the poverty line after availing NBCFDC
loan.

D8 Verification of assets created

The verification of assets created was
undertaken. 87% beneficiaries have
created assets out of loan provided.

D8 Utilization of loan

The analysis reflects that 91% of the
beneficiaries have utilized the loan for the
purpose they have taken. The reason
for non-utilization by 9% may be failure
in business or intentionally not utilizing.

<> Credit rating by SCA

One of the Channelising Agency of
NBCFDC-NEDFi has initiated the
process of credit rating of SHGs before
disbursement of Micro Finance Credit
which lead to almost 100% repayment of
loan by the SHGs.

> Repayment of Loan

- 92% beneficiaries under Micro Finance
repaying their loan regularly.

- About 50% beneficiaries under Term
Loan repaying their loan regularly.

Purpose of loan disbursed and
utilization

The loan assistance provided under the
Micro Finance Scheme has been utilized
mostly for the purpose of economic
activities.

Selection of activity

The activities were mostly self-selected
(95%) by the beneficiaries as per their
needs and skills they possess.

Source of information & awareness of
scheme

- The major source of information to the
beneficiaries still remains the words of
mouth rather than electronic and mass
media. The NBCFDC may search
option to strengthen the information
and awareness system at grass-root
level.

- 98% beneficiaries became aware of
schemes from family and friends.

Status of Units established

Nearly 89% of total activities established
through Micro Finance assistance are
operational i.e. performing well. While
8% are partially operational i.e. operating
satisfactorily. One unit on average
is giving employment to atleast two
persons in a year which is more than the
satisfactory achievement.

Economic impact of the Scheme

- At an average approximately 42%
incremental change reported in total
family income after availing NBCFDC
loan assistance.
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- 85% beneficiaries reported increase
in their income level.

Perception bases response of
beneficiaries

95% of beneficiaries are satisfied with the
assistance provided under Schemes of
NBCFDC.

Training and Capacity Building

There is a need of training and capacity
building of the beneficiaries. The trainings
were provided for duration of one week.
There is still need to provide training for
capacity building to all the beneficiaries as

only 15% beneficiaries reported attending
training programme.

Time lag in sanction and disbursement
of loan

- Almost 98% of the respondents have
opined delay in loan disbursement
against stipulated period due to
week infrastructure at SCA level.
On an average, beneficiary spends
Rs.103/- towards documentation
charges.

REPORT OF DIRECTORS ON CORPORATE GOVERNANCE

1. Corporate Governance: Philosophy

Corporate Governance is refers to set
of systems, principles and processes by which
any organization is governed and function.
They provide the broad guidelines as to how
the organization has to be directed or controlled
so that it can fulfill its goals and objectives in a
manner that beneficial to all the stakeholders of
the organization in the long term.

Directors
who bring a wide range of skills and experience.
The members of the Board are from diversified
backgrounds and have varied expertise and
considerable experience in the respective
fields.

3. Responsibilities
The Board has a formal schedule of

matters reserved for its consideration and decision
which includes reviewing corporate performance

ensuring adequate accountability of financial
resources and reporting to Shareholders.

Further, an annual Memorandum of
Understanding (MoU) is entered into by the
Corporation with Govt. of India (GOI) in the
beginning of the year setting the targets in financial
and non financial area with weightages decided
in consultation with GOI. The performance of the
Company is measured at the end of the year vis-
a-vis these targets. The performance with regard
to MOU is reviewed regularly within the Company
on quarterly basis. Slippages, if any, are identified
and necessary remedial actions are suggested
in these forums.

At the end of each financial year the MoU
achievements report is furnished to Ministry of
Social Justice & Empowerment and performance
of the company is evaluated by Ministry of Social
Justice & Empowerment and Department of Public
Enterprises on the basis of actual achievements
as per signed MoU.

4, Board Meetings
4.1 Size of the Board;

NBCFDC is covered within the meaning
of Section 617 Act, 1956 as the President of India
presently hold 100% of the total paid up share
capital.

5.1 As regards the Grant from Government (training), the Corporation had utilized the entire Grant of Rs. 1.53 Crores for the sanctioned
purposes. The amount of Rs. 37.25 lacs (Previous year Rs.34.08 lacs) represents interest earned by the Corporation on this Grant from the
bank. The Corporation has requested the Administrative Ministry to permit it to adjust/ use this amount for training of additional beneficiaries.
The confirmation from Ministry is awaited.

5.2 As per its main objectives, the Corporation is to assist ‘backward classes’, however, as per the directions of the Administrative
Ministry, it has been advised to continue to implement “Self-employment scheme for Rehabilitation of Manual Scavengers” (SRMS) in
some states for assisting other target groups eligible under SRMS scheme.

As per Reserve Bank of India, the Corporation is not a Non Banking Finance Company and therefore is exempted from following RBI's
prudential norms prescribed for making provisions and for income recognition on non-performing assets. As RBI's prudential norms are not
applicable to the Corporation, it has made its own norms for making provision on certain overdue loans/interest thereon.

Out of the total Loans of Rs. 94,129.94 lacs (Previous year Rs. 86,258.62 lacs), Rs. 79,227.50 lacs (Previous year Rs. 73,301.35 lacs) have
been confirmed from respective parties. The remaining loan amount is subject to confirmation by borrowers.

Consequent to constitutional amendment, there was bifurcation of the state of Madhya Pradesh and out of this state a new state of
Chhattisgarh was formed in the year 2000. The loan was given to Madhya Pradesh State Channelising Agency prior to division of the state
and is guaranteed by the State Government of Madhya Pradesh for repayment to NBCFDC. The loan was given to the erstwhile State,
however, the successor State has not confirmed its liability of Rs.272.55 lacs to NBCFDC and hence the loan outstanding is accounted for
in the name of the erstwhile state.

Basis of Preparation of Accounts

The accompanying financial statements have been prepared
under historical cost convention and these comply in all material
aspects, with applicable statutory/regulatory provisions,
accounting standards and generally accepted accounting
principles and practices, except as otherwise stated.

Income

2.1 Interest on unutilized funds lying with the borrowing
agencies is recognised on accrual basis.

2.2 Interest on funds re-appropriated by SCAs in the other
sanctioned schemes is recognized in the year of its
determination after receipt of scheme wise details of
utilization.

2.3 Interest receivable from the borrowing agencies is
recognized equally over the period of loan.

2.4 Penal Interest on delay in repayments is recognized
on realization as per Accounting Standard AS-9, as its
collectability is uncertain.

Expenditure & Provisions

3.1 Payment of grants to SCAs/institutions for expenditure
on developmental & promotional activities is accounted
for on disbursement.

3.2 Benefits applicable to all employees & key management
personnel:

3.2.1 The liahility for gratuity to all employees is recognised as
an expense on accrual basis, as per actuarial valuation
at the year end and paid into ‘Group Gratuity Scheme’
managed by Life Insurance Corporation of India. The
Corporation has formed a trust for administration of the
Employees Group Gratuity Scheme with L.I.C.

3.2.2 Long term liability on account of leaves (earned leave
and commuted leave) is provided on the basis of
actuarial valuation at the year-end. Actuarial gains and
losses in respect of gratuity and long term leave benefits
are charged to the Income & Expenditure Account.

3.2.3 Provision for short term liability on account of leave
benefits (casual leave, earned leave and commuted
leave) is accounted for on the basis of actuarial valuation
and charged to Income & Expenditure Account.

3.2.4 The liability on account of Leave Travel Concession
(LTC) is provided on the basis of actuarial assessment
at the year end and charged to Income and Expenditure
Account.

3.2.5 Contribution to recognised Provident Fund (defined
contribution plan) is provided for on accrual basis.

3.3 Loans and Provisions thereon:

3.3.1 Provisions are made against loans and interest thereon,
where the amounts are overdue for more than three
years and are not covered by the State Government's
Order/ Guarantee or any other security.

3.3.2 Provision / allowances on rescheduled loans / interest
thereon, if any, are written back to the extent they fall
outside the purview of para (3.3.1) above.

3.3.3 Expenditure incurred relating to prior period not exceeding
Rs.1,000/- is treated as expenditure of the current year.

3.3.4 Stock of artisan products held for display / promotional
activities is valued at cost.

3.4 Provision for Income-tax:

3.4.1 Provision for Income- Tax is not made in the accounts, as
the income of the Corporation is exempt from Income —
tax under section 10(26B) of the Income Tax Act, 1961.
Consequently, the provisions of the Accounting Standard
22 on ‘Accounting for Taxes on Income’ for deferred
taxes are not applicable to the Corporation.

Revenue Grants from Government

4.1  Grants sanctioned by the Government (whether received
or not) for programmes undertaken during the year for
the development of the target group, are recognized and
deducted from related expenses for reporting in income
statement.

5.5 Impairment losses on fixed assets, if any, are recognized
in Income and Expenditure Account in accordance with
the Accounting Standard AS-28.

5.6  Related expenditure on Software development and other
intangible assets, if any, is amortised under straight line
method equally over a period of three years.

Foreign Currency Transactions

6.1 Transactions in foreign currency are recorded at the
exchange rate prevailing on the date of the transaction.

6.2 Balances in the form of current assets and advances in
foreign currency outstanding at the close of the year are
converted in Indian currency at the rates of exchange
prevailing at the date of Balance Sheet. Resultant
